News headlines relating to climate change and biodiversity 
loss are increasingly common.  Itôs becoming clear that as 
human beings we are having an impact in our environment 
in a way that isnôt sustainable.  I wonder how you feel about 
it? 
 
Christians believe that the earth is genuinely worth caring 
for.  Not just because we need it to live, but because it is 
genuinely precious.  The Bible points us to truth of God   

having created the world, creating it ñgoodò and giving humanity a special role to 
care for the world.  The earth was primed with potential, and we were called to 
draw it out in a caring and sustainable way. 
 
Without going into all the potential social, political, and economic reasons for why 
the earth appears to be in trouble, itôs clear we havenôt got things right.  Again, the 
Bible reveals the heart of the reason.  Oswald J. Smith, a Canadian church       
minister, is famous for saying ñthe heart of the human problem, is the problem of 
the human heart.ò  The reason that humanity so often struggles to do the right 
thing is because we are not who we are supposed to be.  From the very beginning 
humanity decided to go its own way, to pave its own destiny outside of Godôs 
good rule.  Living apart from God introduced a brokenness to this world that     
desperately needs to be fixed - in our own hearts, in our personal relationships, 
between us and the world and between us and God. 
 
The good news of Jesus is that he promises, for all who follow him, that they live 
in hope.  In the end, Jesus will return and we are told the following: 
 
ñLook! Godôs dwelling place is now among the people, and he will dwell with 
them. They will be his people, and God himself will be with them and be their 
God. 4 óHe will wipe every tear from their eyes. There will be no more deathô or 
mourning or crying or pain, for the old order of things has passed 
away.ò (Revelation 21:3-4) 
 
Christians should be the first to care for the Earth and the last to fear about the 
end. 
 
Our theme on Sundays during October will be Creation Care, that is, caring for our 
world.  We will think more deeply about why the earth is precious and what it 
means to live within it.  Weôre going to think about the practical differences we 
could make in our lives and lastly why, in Jesus, there is hope for the future.

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Local Update  September 2021 
 
 
Local Housing Needs Assessment. 
 
In progressing the Local Plan, national guidance        
requires the Council to produce a Local Housing Needs 
Assessment. This is to determine the minimum number 
of homes required  and proposals on the size, type and 
tenure of houses. It looks at the local market and the 
needs of a range of groups such as older people,        

disabled people , affordable homes and the appetite for self build. 
 
The initial figures are suggested a high number of houses required and on the 
higher level more than 1200 per year. However, as we all know with this sort of 
modelling, much depends on the assumptions built into the metrics. 
 
More information will be available next month. 
 
Solar  Energy 
 
For the second year, the Council is collaborating with other authorities across 
Sussex to help residents install photovoltaic panels and battery storage . 
 
Solar Together Sussex is a group purchasing scheme that brings residents together 
to buy large volumes of solar panel installations to get the best possible price. 
 
The first Solar Together auction enabled 50 Wealden households to install panels 
with a calculated saving of 33,000 kg of CO2 per year. 
 
 
Until 30th September, residents can register their interest online.It is open to all 
homeowners, landlords and small businesses . 
 
Registration is free and there is no obligation to proceed. 
Solar Together will hold an auction to obtain the best price. 
All who register will receive a personal             
recommendation and a quote. 
 
This is a good opportunity for those interested. 
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Community Grants. 
 
Wealden is promoting three types of grants to benefit our local communities. 
 
A second round of Covid Related Recovery grants is available for those who did 
not benefit in the first round.Groups can apply for between Ã500 and Ã3000 and 
this has to be spent by the end of March 2022.Organisations can receive help with 
equipment and some bills if they are struggling with reduced income as a result of 
the pandemic. 
Applications by October 14th. 
 
Then there are small grants of between Ã 500 and Ã3000 for voluntary activities in 
the year from April 2021 to March 2023.This is a usual Wealden grant process. 
Applications by 30th November. 
 
Partnership agreements are open to key organisations helping multiple Parishes 
between April 2022 and March 2025. Examples of organisations currently       
benefitting include the Citizens Advice Bureau and the Conservators of Ashdown   
Forest.Applications by 30th November.

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Newsletter from Maresfield Parish Council  -  October 2021 

 
 

As I write this Newsletter each month I think it tends to be 
repetitive ï repeating that we still need some parishioners 
to step forward to serve on the Parish Council;  repeating 
that dog waste remains a real problem in the Parish 
(especially on Maresfield Recreation Ground and our    
other public open spaces ï please pick it up and put in the 
bin or take it home); repeating that property owners bor-
dering a foot path must keep their hedges etc trimmed 
back; and repeating that we carry out successful       
Speedwatch activity but still need more volunteers. I make 
no  apologies for this repetition! 

 
The Parish Council sets a budget each year and this expenditure becomes the    
Parish Precept part of your annual Council Tax Bill. The budget setting process 
for next year starts at the October 7th meeting of the Finance and Administration 
Committee. All Parish Council and Committee meetings are open to the public 
and are now being held in one of our Villagesô halls and start with an allocated 
time for members of the public to raise issues and ask questions. It would help if 
you would let the Parish Clerk (714555) know that you are attending.  
 
Many thanks to all those who responded to my paragraph last month about     
London Road/School Hill in Maresfield. Many people feel that the traffic in 
Maresfield is getting worse and too much traffic (especially in the rush hours) 
seems to be going through the Village when it could (should!) be using the         
by-pass. However before any suggestions are formulated into a scheme proposal 
we do need to  know the facts and have expert advice. So the Parish Council will 
be considering commissioning an appropriate consultant to examine  
all the relevant issues and come up with viable ideas. 
 
Wealden District Council published the Wealden Local Housing Needs               
Assessment in early September as part of its evidence base for the new Local Plan. 
This document confirms that Wealden will be planning for 1,225 new homes each 
year for the Plan period (to 2030 and beyond) compared with 450 homes per year 
in the last 2013 Core Strategy when Maresfield Parish was allocated 50 in total 
for that plan period. Planning Applications for over twice that number were      
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subsequently approved for the Parish though mainly (because of the Ashdown 
Forest) in Maresfield Village. We are very anxious to know how many new 
homes will be allocated to Maresfield in the new Plan which is expected to be 
published in draft form for consultation next Spring. Meanwhile our           
Neighbourhood Development Plan Site Assessment team is looking at all the 
sites in the Parish put forward to Wealden as candidates for consideration for the 
Plan. We will then have the information to formulate the appropriate policies for 
our NDP as well being able to engage with developers and Wealden as early as 
possible to influence any development proposals being put together and Planning 
Applications which may come forward.
